EARLY GENERIC ADVICE TO THE
EMERGENCY SERVICES

 Keep appliances and crews upwind

 If damage suspected

 Cordon area 45 metres

 Crews on rescues or fire fighting
to wear BA and CPS

  Use Dosemeters and
Survey Meters

Undamaged packages may
have a measurable dose

rate up to 2mSv/h

 If there are life threatening injuries send
casualties to hospital without delay

Decontamination
You MUST seek advice.

In general,  shower and contain "run
off".

However careful
 removal & bagging up of clothing &

equipment
may be required

If a nuclear fuel flask has
been involved in a fire,

 spray cool for at least 30 min
 Use ground monitors if possible

 No eating, drinking,
smoking if radiation

release has or is suspected
to have occurred

 No hands to
 mouth policy

 Mark zone with chalk,
traffic tape or rope

TIME (minimum)
DISTANCE (maximum)

 SHIELDING (maximum)

Refer to vehicle placard/
 documentation for

advice number

At 20 mSv/h leave
At 2mSv/h check

 dosemeter every 5 mins

 DO NOT
disturb
or touch

 Transport is strictly controlled; Packages are very robust

 Extinguish fires

 Single exit/
entry point
